AmCham Taipei Urges Resumption of TIFA Talks upon U.S. Beef Import Agreement

The American Chamber of Commerce in Taipei welcomes the announcement that Taiwan and the United States have reached agreement on a protocol on the liberalization of imports of U.S. beef products into this market. That agreement is based on the scientific evidence that cuts of U.S. beef containing bone are perfectly safe for human consumption, and in fact are being consumed daily by millions of Americans.

The protocol removes what had been a major irritant in the bilateral economic relationship. AmCham now urges the two governments to quickly schedule the long-delayed next round of Trade and Investment Framework Agreement (TIFA) talks, which should take place in Taipei. TIFA talks have proven in the past to be a highly useful vehicle for the two sides to discuss trade and investment-related issues in detail, moving bilateral economic relations forward to the benefit of both economies.

美國商會歡迎美國牛肉開放進口；敦促TIFA會談儘速召開

台灣與美國達成協議並簽署「美國牛肉輸台議定書」，逐步開放美國牛肉進口，台北市美國商會今天對此表示歡迎。所有科學證據皆顯示，食用美國帶骨牛肉安全無虞，並不會對人體造成傷害，而且成千上萬的美國人民天天食用美國牛肉；台美簽署的議定書反映了這些事實。

這份議定書亦象徵台美經貿關係中的一個主要敏感議題終於被移除。台北市美國商會敦促雙邊政府：下一步應儘速恢復延宕多時的《貿易暨投資架構協定》 (TIFA)年度會談（本屆在台北舉行）。過去經驗顯示，TIFA會談提供一個平台，讓台美能就經貿相關議題進行深度討論，促進雙邊經貿關係的持續進展，對雙方皆有極大助益。
