The National Immigration Agency (NIA) of the Ministry of the Interior (MOI) has amended its Operation Directions for the Entry Ban of Foreign Nationals. Under the original rules, foreigners who overstayed in Taiwan for more than 30 days were banned from reentering the island for one year. Now, according to the Article 6 of the new amendment, the length of an overstay that results in a one-year entry ban has been extended to 91 days. 
· Foreigners who overstay in Taiwan less than 91 days will not be put on the banned-entry list, but will not be allowed to enter visa-free or with a landing visa.   

· Foreigners who overstay in Taiwan between 91 days and one year will be banned from re-entering the island for one year. 

· Foreigners who overstay for more than one year will be banned from re-entering the island for exactly the same amount of time as their overstay period, up to a maximum ban of three years. 

The new amendment took effect on August 1st, 2009.
